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Sam Fischer, violinist

has performed as a soloist throughout the United States, Europe, and Japan.  A graduate of the University of Southern California and the Juilliard School, Mr. Fischer’s principal teachers include Robert Lipsett, Dorothy DeLay, and Masao Kawasaki.  He has appeared as soloist with several orchestras in his native Los Angeles, as well as with the Aspen Young Artists Orchestra and the Charleston Symphony.  As a freelance musician, Mr. Fischer has performed with the Los Angeles Opera Orchestra, the Los Angeles Chamber Orchestra, the Santa Barbara Chamber Orchestra, and the Pacific Symphony.  He has also played on major motion picture soundtracks for many of Hollywood’s top composers, including Jerry Goldsmith, James Horner, Alan Silvestri, and Hans Zimmer.  He gives frequent chamber music performances as a member of the California String Quartet and has also performed at the Yellowbarn Chamber Music Festival and the Austin Chamber Music Festival.  An avid teacher, Mr. Fischer is on the faculty of the Colburn School of Performing Arts.
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Christopher Weldon, pianist
appears regularly throughout the United States as a soloist and chamber musician.  Among Dr. Weldon’s honors are first prize at the Kosciuszko Foundation National Chopin Competition and first prize in the Juilliard School Gina Bachauer International Piano Competition.  He has concertized in the United States and Europe, including solo appearances at the Aspen Music Festival and the International Chopin Festival in Poland.  Dr. Weldon has appeared as soloist with the Buffalo Philharmonic, Brno Chamber Orchestra, and the Evanston Symphony, and he has performed chamber music recitals in Alice Tully Hall and the Phillips Collection.  He has been featured on WNYC’s The Listening Room and on WQXR’s McGraw-Hill Young Artists Showcase.  Dr. Weldon completed his Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the Juilliard School where his previous teachers include Abbey Simon, Jacob Lateiner, Felix Galimar, and Tobey Appel.  He currently resides in Los Angeles, balancing a career as a soloist, collaborative artist, and teacher.
